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Returning To My Roots

I have been in the ministry for 15 plus years now. I started out as a fledgling 

youth and childrenôs minister, who had no clear idea of how to be one. Yet, 

in the early days the Lord blessed as I followed Him where He led. Many 

years have passed from those early days, and I have enjoyed blessings from 

the Lord as they have come in many different shapes and sizes. 

 

It wasnôt until being called to Christian Fellowship that I truly had taken 

stock of where I had been and what I had seen in my years of ministry. 

What I rediscovered was the same Lord that called me then is the same Lord 

who calls me now. It really all began with an ñout of the blueò phone call I 

received with the proposition of returning to my roots as a youth and childrenôs pastor. My first response was, 

ñSureé I will pray about it.ò I made that statement with good intentions, and even went as far as to shoot up a 

ñshotgunò prayer, not really expecting an answer. The reason I didnôt expect an answer? I was enjoying who I 

was and what I was doing. 

 

I received the unexpected phone call in the middle of a very successful ministry. I was pastoring a church that 

was growing both financially and physically. Since I had taken the position, the church was seeing success on 

nearly every level (conversions, baptisms, visitors, and so much more). The Lord had truly begun to bless us in 

ways that we had not expected. Why would I give up all of that for a group of adolescents that was described 

by a Psychology professor at my bible college as being ñinsaneò due to the amount of hormones coursing in 

their veins? I must be the one going crazy thinking that the Lord would want to interrupt such an incredibly 

successful ministry! 

 

Indeed, I am crazy, but not for the reasons you might think. You see, what I learned years ago as I began 

working with children and youth is still applicable today. I learned that children and youth are in the prime 

years of accepting or rejecting Christ, and if they are not reached within those years, then the likelihood of 

them accepting Christ later in life is unlikely. Throw in the mix that most parents of youth and children today 

are unchurched and unreached with the Gospel; the odds are stacked against them of ever knowing a loving 

and gracious Lord. 

 

It took several weeks, and a few obvious signs, for the Lord to get my attention that this was the direction He 

wanted me to go. In the end, He won out and now I am Pastor of Student Ministries at Christian Fellowship 

Church. I am committed to teaching, preaching, and demonstrating the truth of God as revealed through the 

Scriptures, the person of Christ Jesus, and through the power of the Holy Ghost. I am here to make sure with 

all the resources and efforts available to me at Christian Fellowship Church, that the children and youth that 

we encounter will always have a reason to say ñyesò to the Lord Jesus Christ.
