HEALING THE HEARTLAND FESTIVAL 
NEIGHBORHOOD BBQ June 12, 2009 

Hus Church is partnering with First Church of the Nazarene, the 
Salvation Army and a group from Watershed to hold a 
Neighborhood BBQ at Taylor Elementary School on June 12, 
2009 from 6 - 9 PM.  The BBQ is sponsored by Serve the 
City and will be one of 11 neighborhood BBQs all over Cedar 
Rapids.  Our area will be covering the Czech Village and Taylor 
neighborhoods.  Two areas hit hard by the flood. 
Volunteers are needed to help serve the food (which Serve the 
City is providing at no charge) help clean up and to just "be a 
friend" to the area residents.  Each site is preparing to feed 
approximately 500 people so 20 volunteers are needed from 
each group to help. This is a great opportunity to join in 
fellowship with other organizations as well as meet the people in 
the flood affected areas and other parts of the city. 
Over the last year it is the smiles and simple words of 
encouragement from family, friends and perfect strangers that 
have given hope to all of the residents of Cedar Rapids!
