2009-2010 Results

Reading

Long Range Reading Goal:

Students continue to grow in the general skills and strategies of the reading process as indicated by increasing percentages of students above proficiency.  

Annual Reading Goal for 2009-2010:

Students in grades 4 through 8 who scored between the 25th and 75th percentile in the national reading percentile rankings on the Iowa Test of Basic Skills in January, 2009 will show an average or group percentile gain in the ITBS test of January, 2010.  

Annual Reading Goal Results:

Twenty-four students in grades 4 through 8 scored between the 25th and 75th percentile using the national reading percentile rankings on last year’s tests.  This subgroup showed an average percentile decrease in reading of 0.22 percentile points per student (from a mean score of 56 to 55.78).  Our goal was to show an overall gain in percentile for this subgroup.  We did not meet our achievement goal in reading.

Math

Long Range Math Goal:

Students will continue to grow in the general skills and strategies of the math process as indicated by the increasing percentages of students above proficiency.  

Annual Math Goal for 2009-2010:

Students in grades 4 through 8 who scored between the 25th and 75th percentile in the national math percentile rankings on the Iowa Test of Basic Skills in January, 2009 will show an average or group percentile gain in the ITBS test of January, 2010.  

Annual Math Goal Results:

Twenty-Six students in grades 4 through 8 scored between the 25th and 75th percentile using the national math percentile rankings on last year’s tests.  This subgroup showed an average percentile gain in math of 9.64 percentile points per student (from a mean score of 52.09 to 61.73).  Our goal was to show an overall gain in percentile for this subgroup.  We met our achievement goal in math.  

Annual Math Goal for 2010-2011
Students in each grade will show an average improvement of 1.1 GE in math each year they are in Oskaloosa Christian School beginning in 4th grade.

Science

Long Range Science Goal:  

Students continue to grow in general skills and strategies in Science as indicated by increasing percentages of students above proficiency.

Annual Science Goal for 2009-2010:  

Students in grades 4 through 8 who scored between the 25th and 75th percentile in the national science percentile rankings on the Iowa Test of Basic Skills in January, 2009 will show an average or group percentile gain in the ITBS test of January, 2010.  

Annual Science Goal Results:

Twenty-one students in grades 4 through 8 scored between the 25th and 75th percentile using the national science percentile rankings on last year’s tests.  This subgroup showed an average percentile gain in science of 5.68 percentile points per student (from a mean score of 58.48 to 64.16).  Our goal was to show an overall gain in percentile for this subgroup.  We met our achievement goal in science.  

Annual Science Goal for 2010-2011
Students in each grade will show an average improvement of 1.1 GE in science each year they are in Oskaloosa Christian School beginning in 4th grade.

 Multiple Assessments and Other Indicators of Achievement

The following pages contain the data from our district wide assessments.  Data are given for the current year as well as previous years (when available) for:

1. 8th grade math – using a 75 open ended question exam at the end of the year assessing proficiency on all that was taught for the entire school year.  This test was modified in 2008.

2. 2nd and 3rd grade reading fluency – using a curriculum based assessment with five probes at the end of the school year.  

3. 1st grade reading and math proficiency – using a compilation of assessments used throughout the school year addressing the school’s benchmarks for math and reading.  

4. Kindergarten reading and math proficiency – using a compilation of assessments used throughout the school year addressing the schools benchmarks for math and reading.  

5. 2nd – 5th grades reading comprehension – using the quizzes taken on the Accelerated Reader Program.  Average scores as well as the average level of difficulty is indicated for each grade.  

6. 8th Grade Science – Using a test module from the SCASS software dealing with benchmark skills from the inquiry standard in science.  

7. 8th grade math – Using the Problem Solving Process and Strategies subtest from the ICAM test. 

8. 8th grade Reading – Using the Literary Elements and Techniques subtest from the ICAM test.

9. 4th Grade Reading – Using the end of the year exam covering all benchmarks.  

10. 3rd Grade reading and math proficiency – using a compilation of assessments throughout the school year addressing the school’s benchmarks for reading and math.  These tests were modified in 2008.  

11. 2nd Grade reading and math proficiency – using a compilation of assessments throughout the school year addressing the school’s benchmarks for reading and math.  

12. 5th Grade beginning & end of the year test percentage in English & Math.

A student with an achievement level of 3 is developing the ability to use strategies to understand and solve problems, and to use informal deductive reasoning to justify reasoning processes and methods of solutions to problems; and identifies relevant, irrelevant and missing information needed to solve problems.

A student with an achievement level of 3 identifies specific literary and poetic devices used by an author; understands elements of plot/events, theme/main idea/recurring themes, time/setting, characterization, and literary devices; and is developing the ability to describe or compare and contrast the qualities and or motives of characters.
