Q: Does the bible say anything about the generation where the Jews relocate back in the Holy land as the "last generation?" In other words, are we the last generation according to the bible before Jesus' return?

Great question! The Bible has a lot to say about the Jewish people returning to their homeland! How exciting it is to see it taking place in our day! In your question, you ask if the generation that sees this happening is the last generation. 

I believe you are referring to Matthew 24 where we read, [32] “From the fig tree learn its lesson: as soon as its branch becomes tender and puts out its leaves, you know that summer is near. [33] So also, when you see all these things, you know that he is near, at the very gates. [34] Truly, I say to you, this generation will not pass away until all these things take place. [35] Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away.  (Matthew 24:32-35 ESV)

“This generation” is referencing the generation that sees these signs being fulfilled as the generation to see Christ’s return. In other words, once the end comes, it is going to come quickly. 

Many Biblical scholars believe the “fig tree” is a reference to Israel (Hosea 9:10, Luke 13:6-10) and that when she became a nation again, the generation that saw this sign would be the generation to see His return. I wouldn’t be dogmatic on that being the case, but I lean toward it. Israel becoming a nation again was a great miracle, and it was necessary for the events of the end times to unfold as prophesied. Israel became a nation in 1948, which is 62 years ago. While some would say that 62 years is longer than a generation, in Genesis 15 we read,

[12] As the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell on Abram. And behold, dreadful and great darkness fell upon him. [13] Then the LORD said to Abram, “Know for certain that your offspring will be sojourners in a land that is not theirs and will be servants there, and they will be afflicted for four hundred years. [14] But I will bring judgment on the nation that they serve, and afterward they shall come out with great possessions. [15] As for yourself, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you shall be buried in a good old age. [16] And they shall come back here in the fourth generation, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet complete.” (Genesis 15:12-16 ESV)

Notice 400 years is mentioned in verse 13 and then in verse 16 those 400 years are called four generations. So if the “fig tree” is speaking of the rebirth of the nation of Israel then we can say that we are still in the time frame of the generation that sees the rebirth of Israel also seeing the return of Christ. Once again I would not be dogmatic on it. We are living in very exciting days! While, “No man knows the day or hour” we can see the seasons approaching and they seem to be near. We should constantly be looking upward and ministering outward until the trump sounds! Maranatha! (The Lord is coming)
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
