
LEGO Team Competes at Regional Competition 
The St. Rita Lego League team Bio Diesel 
competed in Lake Zurich on Saturday, 
January 12th. The team was joined by 
fifteen other teams from Barrington, Fox 
River Grove, Hawthorn Woods, Ingleside, 
Kildeer, Lake Zurich, Palatine, and 
Willowbrook. This was one of the many 
regional Lego League robotics competitions. Team Bio Diesel 
from St. Rita’s consisted of Mitchell Lotko, Maggie Kaiser, 
Hector Aponte, Jimmy Mann, Mitchell Kaiser, Nick Krahmer 
and Brody Tooze. The coaches of the team were Mr. and Mrs. 
Speece, Mr. Mann and Mr. Tooze. 

This year’s challenge was named Power Puzzle.  For 
four months the students learned about energy issues and 
built and programmed a robot to accomplish 14 
missions. 

Teams were judged on how well their robot performed in 
table action, as well as design and programming. The 
team placed 8th in robot performance. They also were 
evaluated on their research project and teamwork. The 
team placed 4th in research and 9th for teamwork. Overall 
the team placed 7th on Saturday. 

FIRST is an organization founded to inspire interest in 
science and engineering among young people. More than 
10,000 teams and close to 100,000 students worldwide 
will compete in local tournaments culminating in the FIRST LEGO League World Festival in 

Atlanta in April 2008. 

FIRST LEGO League Robotics competitions 
were first held in Illinois starting in 1998 with 
the national pilot held at the Museum of 
Science and Industry in Chicago.
