eptember 2008 began a book discussion group
at Bethany. We met in October to discuss
Rachel Remen'’s spiritually uplifting book, MY
GRANDFATHER’S BLESSINGS, and to select our
next book. In December we discussed Tracy Kidder’s
inspirational MOUNTAINS BEYOND MOUNTAINS,
which tells of an American doctor’s preference for
treating impoverished Haitians and other poor in
Central and South America. He could easily have
earned substantial living treating patients with
ample access to health care in the United States.

Next was Diane Ackerman’s THE ZOO
KEEPER’S WIFE, the story of Polish citizens’
successful attempts to hid Jewish refugees from
Warsaw’s ghetto during the Nazi occupation.

We turned next to Gregory Mortenson’s
wonder story of an American mountaineer’s
attempts to build schools for Muslim girls in the
mountains of Pakistan and Afghanistan. The
penultimate book just discussed is William Young’s
THE SHACK, a metaphoric homily of God, Jesus and
the Holy Spirit, all personified as participants in one

man’s search for the meaning in his young
daughter’s kidnapping and murder. Love and
forgiveness lie at the center of this man’s quest for
peace.

Our group is small but growing. We plan to
end the year with Bernhard Schlink’s THE READER, a
novel of German guilt in W.W.II. Not a war novel,
THE READER deals with the moral dilemma of silence
and inertia when some kind of human response is
called for. We will discuss this fine novel on June 21,
2009, after worship, in the library. At that meeting
we will select our first book for the new church year.
WALDEN (THOREAU), THE GRAPES OF WRATH
(Steinbeck), THE INVENTION OF AIR (Steven
Johnson), THE CATCHER IN THE RYE (J.D., Salinger).
THE INDIGO CHILDREN (author unknown), JESUS
((John Crossan) are among the suggested titles. Each
offers a message for our time and place.
